Administration Improvement Committee: This
committee will be constituted to identify excess
posts and take suitable steps to abolish these
posts to cut down unnecessary administrative

expenses.

Steps will be taken to recruit 4000 Poura karmikas
by August 31, 2014 to effectively dispose solid
waste.

Professional Administrative Tryning has been
already given. Efforts are being made to give
additional training to improve efficiency and
professionalism to all the staff and officers of
BBMP.

Providing training to BBMP Councilors is not

Training has been given to all the staff of BBMP
to upgrade and implement IFMS in BBMP. It
will be effectively implemented during the year
2015-16.

Action has been taken to implement paperless
office. Proposal has been sent to Hon’ Govt. of
Karnataka for amending the present C&R rules.
Action will be initiated to cancel the additional
post on receipt of approval to the amendment
of C&R rules from Government.

Applications have been received for filling up
of 4000 Poura karmikas for efficient Solid
Waste Management. Recruitment process

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Revenue Department:

Following measures have been proposed to
increase revenue to BBMP:

A Suo-moto decision has been taken by Taxation
and Finance Committee which has been approved
by the Council to adopt The Karnataka Land
Revenue Act under Chapter XIV Section 157-192.
The resolution has been sent to government for
approval. If this is enacted movable properties of
property tax defaulters can be confiscated and
thus effectively collect taxes. A team consisting of
Tahasildar, Shirastedar and staff will be deployed

Land revenue is collected under sections 157
to 192 chapter 14 of Karnataka Land Revenue
Act-1964. A decision will be taken on the same
guidelines to collect property tax through Asst.
Revenue Officers of BBMP from the defaulting
properties on receipt of approval in Govt of
Karnatka.

85% of work has been

High Value Properties Tax Recovery Cell: About
2000 High Value Properties have been identified as
High Value properties. A cell will be formed to
revise and collect taxes from these properties

Property Tax from commercial and non-residential
buildings, shops, service apartments, paying guest
dwellings, malls and other commercial buildings.
Property tax will be revised wherever necessary
and collected with penalty.

Appropriate facilities will be provided for collecting
Property Tax by DD/Online at Bengaluru-1 centers
and Banks.

Action will be taken to recover service charges
from Central Government buildings.

Betterment charges will be levied on converted
stray sites and bulk lands within the jurisdiction of
BBMP.

By implementing the above measures, it is
expected to Rs.400.00 Crores as
Betterment charges and Property Tax of
Rs.2500.00 Crores and a Total of Rs.3573.42
Crores.

Around 2000 High value property tax paying
properties have been identified. A separate
cell in the name of high value property
assessing cell has already been established to
effective collection of tax from such
properties. But for time being this cell is not
functioning and the work is done at zonal
levels if this work is not done effectively at
zonal levels, high value property tax cell will be

reestablished.

Property tax for all the non-residential
properties has been revised. Action will be
initiated to revise the property tax in case of

variations.

Property tax is collecting through DD’s and
Cheques. A provision is also made to remit the
tax through online, through Bangalore one
centres and over the counters in selected bank
branches.

A Complaint has been lodged in court for the
purpose of collecting property tax from the
central govt. buildings. Futher action will be
initiated depending on the judgement of the
court.

Betterment charge is collected for the
converted individual sites under BBMP limits.

An amount of Rs.1552.93 Crores has been
collected as property tax and Rs.110 Crores as
betterment charges up to 31* Jan 2015. Rest
will be collected by the end of March.
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Advertisement Tax:

Advertisement policy 2006 approved by the
Government of Karnataka has been adopted and
steps are being taken to bring all commercial
hoarding under GIS. Unauthorized hoardings will
be evacuated and permission will be granted for
hoardings as per rules.

Shop advertisements: Zone-wise tenders will be
called for outsourcing of shop advertisements and
an amount Rs. 6.00 crores revenue is expected.

Evixation of unauthorized advertisement

hoardings will be outsourced.

The responsibility of collecting advertisement tax
and monitoring of hoardings at ward level will be
entrusted to ward level officers.

The above measures will yield Rs.182.48 crores.

During 2014-15 an amount of rs.182.00 crores
of income has been fixed during the 2014-15
an amouth of Rs. 21.00 crores has recovered.

An estimated 4 lakh trade centers are existing in
BBMP jurisdiction. Trade license will be issued
online and all the trade centers will be brought
under the license net, an amount of Rs.7.02 crore
is anticipated

Issuence of trade licence through online is
introduced during current year. An amount of
Rs.15.00 Crores has been collected through
licence renewal fees during the months of
February and March-2014.

An amount of Rs.4.00Crore has been collected
through licence fees from April-2014 to till
date. (R0147, R0139 and R0145) totaly to Rs.19
Crore for the year.Due to the pending petition
No0:3676/2008 in Hon’ High Court of Karnataka
collection of licence fee is reduced to the
commertial activities in residential areas of
BBMP.

Under 22.75% grants welfare programmes like
individual benefits, skill development training,
community facilities will be undertaken. Rs.5.00
Crores have been earmarked for this project.

Vrukshotsava: A sum of Rs.22.28 crore has been
earmarked for Avenue plantation, Tree survey and
numbering, Production of seedlings in nurseries
and maintenance of seedlings raised during
previous years and create awareness about
environment

Totally 160000 number of plants have been
planted along road side and also in vacant
places of all 8 zones and these plants are being
maintained.

Totally 13 numbers of tree canopy
management teams (both day and night) have
been engaged to remove the tree and
branches of the tree which cause trouble to
the pulic, which are dried and in dangerous

position.

Apart from this, the plantations raised
during the year 2013-14, seedlings available in
the nurseries are being maintained. During the
year 2014-15 Rs.1,60,000/- saplings have been
planted and maintained on roadside and in
open places of all the 8 zones.

BBMP
is committed to fulfill this challenging task. BBMP
will establish recycling centers, composting units,
segregation centers, bio-methanization plants,
electricity production centers. An exclusive solid
waste management authority will be constituted
for this purpose.

It is decided to provide basic amenities and Tax
concession of 50% on Property Tax for those
people living with in radius of ONE km. from
dumping yards.

Karnataka Government in its Budget 2014-15 has
proposed Rs.100.00 Crores for SWM Works.
